An-
chored by a solid rhythm sec-
tion and 1950s Chicago 
influenced keyboards and 
guitars, the group breathes 
as one, delivering the dy-
namic ebb and flow that has 
always informed the art of 
the blues. The usual influ-
ences are there, but what 
you will experience is singu-
larly Sheba!

Slim Butler & 
the SlimCuts

Slim Butler hails from the 
unfamiliar hot bed of 
Finland´s blues scene, Arctic 
Circle. While Slim is showcas-
ing his talents as a guitarist, 
he is also handling vocal du-
ties on stage. The SlimCuts 
consist of hardcore blues 
veterans from exotic Lapland: 
guitarist Harri Raudaskoski, 
drummer Jartsa Karvonen, 
and Hannu Lehtomaa on 
bass. Slim Butler has re-
leased three seriously hip-
sounding albums: Slim 

Butler´s Inner Blues (2012), 
Bad Intention (2016), and 
the latest, Big Freeze (2018). 
These albums are breaking 
exciting new ground sonically 
with styles ranging from 
blues, blues-rock, and funk to 
a Hendrixian vibe.

Smooth Gentlemen
